Human Services previously received a $20,320 grant from the Department of Juvenile Justice that was approved by the Lee County Board of 
County Commissioners on June 5,200l for the establishment of this program. This grant ($20,000) will assist our office in the implementation 
of this program. 

Neighborhood Accountability Boards represent a community decision-making process aimed at repairing harm committed against victims and 
communities. The Board includes input from victims, community members and offenders who take an active part in the decision-making proces! 
to decide what actions the first time offender has to take to make amends. Offenders and victims voluntarily participate in the board process and 
if the plan is completed the case is diverted from formal action. For cases that are formally handled in the juvenile justice system the court may 
fommlly refer an offender, who agrees to cooperate with the board, for the board to establish the offender’s accountability plan.
