WHY ACTION IS NECESSARY: On January 15, 2002 the Board took action declaring this property surplus and 
authorizing the Division of County Lands, in cooperation with the Division of Purchasing Services, to accept sealed 
quotations to dispose of this surplus property. The Board’s action on that date indicated that staff must return to the 
Board for acceptance or rejection of the quotations.

On April 1,2002, the Division of Purchasing Services received a request from the Division of County Lands 
to solicit quotations for the Sale of Property located at 13503/13513 Pine Villa Lane, Fort Myers, FL. Lee County acquired the 
subject parcel in 1981, as part of a larger parcel needed for the Daniels Parkway Widening Project. 

The Division of Purchasing Services sent out Notices to Quoters in the appropriate categories on the Lee County Bidder’s List 
and placed a legal ad in the local paper on April 23, 2002 and April 30, 2002. In addition, the Division of County Lands ran an 
sd in the real estate classified section of the local paper, 

Sealed quotations were received by the Division of Purchasing Services up to June 11,2002. On that date three responses were 
.eceived, $41,750; $40,010; and $5,001. The quotations have been thoroughly reviewed and staff recommends all bids be 
‘ejected based upon appraisal information.

WHYACTION IS NECESSARY: County-owned land must be declared surplus by the Board of County Commissioners 
before it can be sbld. 

WHAT AGTION ACCOMPLISHES: Declares County-owned property as surplus and authorizes staff to dispose c 
same. 

Z&5-24-04-00000.001 0 and .0020 located on Pine Villa Lane adjacent to Daniels Road in Pinehurst Estates Subdivision by 
Narranty Deeds recorded on February 2,1981, for use as landscape buffers, later deemed not necessary in the former Daniels 
ioad Widening Project. Currently, except fortrees and,landscaping reportedly planted by adjoining propertyowners, the parcels 
Ire unimproved. The Department of Transportation has no further use for the property and has requested its disposal.~ 

The Division of County Lands requested all appropriate departments to notify it of any intended future use of the property. The 
esponses indicate that there are no proposed County plans for this property. The appraised value of the remainder of Lots 1 
: 2 is $47.000.00 as of August 31, 2000. The appraisal was conducted by R. Alan Wilcox, Wilcox Appraisal Services, Inc. 
)ue to their proximity to each other and almost identical configuration, County Lands has determined that the remainder of Lots 
15 & 46 should be similarly valued. Staff recommends selling the remainder of Lots 1 & 2 as one parcel and the remainder Of 
.ots 45 & 46 as another parcel, and that the Board not set a minimal acceptable bid for each. The property will be sold in “AS 
s” condition, without warranties and subject to restrictions, reservations and easements of record, with the successful bidder 
paying all costs of the sale. The sale of each parcel is to contain a reservation in the deed for a 6’ foot public utility easement 
llongthenortherlyboundary. Any transfer of the parcels will stipulate that no direct access will 
,e granted to Daniels Parkway. 
itaff will return to the Board for acceptance/rejection of the bids. 

Nsposition of these parcels will place them back on the tax rolls, as well as eliminate any further County liability or maintenance 
iosts.

10. LEE COUNTY BID PROTEST PROCEDURE 

Any contractorlvendorifirm that has submitted a formal bid/quote/proposal to Lee County, and 
who is adversely affected by an intended decision with respect to the award of the formal 
bid/quote/proposal, shall file with the County’s Purchasing Director or Public Works Director a 
written “Notice of Intent to File a Protest” not later than seventy-two (72) hours (excluding 
Saturdays, Sundays and Legal Holidays) after receipt of a “Notice of Intended Decision” from the 
County with respect to the proposed award of the formal bid/quote/proposal. 

The “Notice ofIntent to File a Protest” is one of two documents necessary to perfect Protest. The 
second document is the “Formal WrittenProtest”, both documents are described below. 

The “Notice of Intent to File a Protest” document shall state all grounds claimed for the Protest, 
and clearly indicate it as the “Notice of Intent to File a Protest”. Failure to clearly indicate the 
Intent to tile the Protest shall constitute a waiver of all rights to seek any further remedies 
provided for under this Protest Procedure. 

The “Notice of Intent to File a Protest” shall be received (“stamped in”) by the Purchasing 
Director or Public Works Director not later than Four o’clock (4:00) PM on the third working day 
following the day of receipt of the County’s Notice of Intended Decision. 

The affected party shall then file its Formal Written Protest within ten (10) calendar days after the 
time for the filing of the Notice of Intent to File a Protest has expired. Except as provided for in 
the paragraph below, upon fling of the Formal Written Protest, the contiactorivendorifum shall 
post a bond, payable to the Lee County Board of County Commissioners in an amount equal to 
five percent (5%) of the total bid/quote/proposal, or Ten Thousand Dollars (%lO,OOO.OO), 
whichever is less. Said bond shall be designated and held for payment of any costs that may be 
levied against the protesting contractor/vendor&m by the Board of County Commissioners, as the 
result of a ~ivolous Protest. 

A clean, Irrevocable Letter of Credit or other form of approved security, payable to the County, 
may be accepted. Failure to submit a bond, letter of credit, OI other approved security 
simultaneously with the Formal Written Protest shall invalidate the protest, at which time the 
County may continue its procurement process as if the original ‘Notice of Intent to File a Protest” 
had never been filed.

Upon receipt of a timely filed ‘?Jotice of Intent to File a Protest”, the Purchasing Director or 
Public Works Director (as appropriate) may abate the award of the forma.1 bid/quote/proposal 
as appropriate, until the Protest is heard pursuant to the informal hearing process as fmther 
outlined below, except and unless the County Manager shall fmd and set forth in writing, 
particular facts and circumstances that would require an immediate award of the formal 
bid/quote/proposal for the purpose of avoiding a danger to the public health, safety, OI 
welfare.

The Dispute Committee shall conduct an informal hearing with the protesting 
contractorivendorifinn to attempt to resolve the Protest, within seven working days 
(excluding Saturdays, Sundays and legal holidays) from receipt of the Formal Written Protest. 
The Chairman of the Dispute Committee shall ensure that all affected parties may make 
presentations and rebuttals, subject to reasonable time limitations, as appropriate. The 
purpose of the informal hearing by the Dispute Committee, the protestor and other affected 
parties is to provide and opportunity (1) to review the basis of the Protest; (2) to evaluate the 
facts and merits of the Protest: and (3) to make a determination whether to accept or reject the 
Protest. 

Once a determination is made by the Dispute Committee with respect to the merits of the 
Protest, the Dispute Committee shall forward to the Board of County Commissioners its 
recommendations, which shall include relevant background information related to the 
procurement. 

Upon receiving the recommendation from the Dispute Committee, the Board of County 
Commissioners shall conduct a hearhg on the matter at a regularly scheduled meeting. 
Following presentations by the affected parties, the Board shall render its decision on the 
merits of the Protest. 

If the Board’s decision upholds the recommendation by the Dispute Committee regarding the 
award, and further fmds that the Protest was either frivolous and/or lacked merit, the Board, at 
its discretion, may assess costs, charges, or damages associated with any delay of the award, 
or any costs incurred with regard to the protest. These costs, charges OI damages may be 
deducted from the security (bond or letter of credit) provided by the contractorlvendorifum. 
Any costs, charges or damages assessed by the Board in excess of the secuity shall be paid 
by the protesting contractor/vendor/fun1 within thirty (30) calendar days of the Board’s fmal 
determination concerning the award.

On that date 
three responses were received, $41,750; $40,010; and $5,001 There was also one additional bid 
considered non-responsive. 

An appraisal of very similar property located directiy across the street from the subject was performed on 
May 7,2002 by Carlson, Norris and Associates, Inc. This reportindicated a market value of $75,000. 

The quotations have been thoroughly reviewed and staff recommends all bids be rejected based upon 
appraisal information.
