Funding will come from the individual department’s budget and 
they will be responsible for monitoring their individual expenditures.

Lee county will not be liable for request of payment deriving from aid, assistnncc, or help by any individual, vendor, quoter, 
or bidder for the preparation of these specifications. 

Lee County is generally a tax-exempt entity subject to the provisions of the 1987 legislation regarding sales tax on services. 
Lee County will pay those taxes for which it is obligated. or it will provide a Certificate of Exemption furnished by the 
Department of Revenue. All contractors or quoters should include in their quote all salts or use taxes, which they will pay 
when making purchases of material or subcontractor’s sewices. 

Any contracto~ivendorl~rn~ that has submitted a fonnnl bidlquotelproposal to Lee County, and who is adversely affected by 
an intended decision with respect to the award of the formal bidiquotelproposal. shall file with the County’s Purchasing 
Director or Public Works Director o written “Notice of Intent to File a Protest” not later than seventy-two (72) hours 
(excluding Saturdays, Sundays and Legal Holidays) after rcccipt of a “Notice of Intrnded Decision” from the County with 
respect to the proposed award of the fomxd bidlquotclproposal. 

The “Notice of Intent to File a Protest” is one of two documents necessary to perfect Protest. The second document is the 
“Formal Written Protest”, both documents are described below. 

The “Notice oflntent to File a Protest” document shall state all grounds claimed for the Protest, and clearly indicate it as the 
“Notice of In(ent to File a Protest”. Failure to clearly indicate the Intent to tile the Protcst shall constitute a waiver of ail 
rights to seek any further remedies provided for under this Protest Procedure. 

The “Notice of Intent to File n Protest” shall be I-cc&cd (“stamped in”) by the Purchasing Director or Public Works Dircctoi 
not later than Four o’clock (4:OO) PM on the third working day following the day ofreceipt ofthe County’s Notice of 
Intended Decision. 

The affected party shall then file its Formnl Written Protest wilhin ten (IO) calendar days after the tinic for the filing of the

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Notice of Intent to File a Protest has expired. Except as provided for in the paragraph below, upon tiling of the Formal 
Wrilten Protest, the contmctorivendorl~~~~~ shall post a bond, payable to the Lee County Board of Counly Commissioners in 
an zunount equal to five pexxnt (5%) of lhe total bid/quote/proposal, or Ten Thousand Dollars ($lO,OOO.OO), whichcvc~. is 
less. Said bond shall bc designated and held for payment of any costs that may be levied against the protesting 
contmctorlvendorlfirm by the Board ofCounty Commissioners, ns the result ofn frivolous Protest. 

A clean, Irrevocable Letter of Credit or other form of approved security, payable to the County, may be accepted. Fnihlre to 
submit a bond, letter ofcredit, or other approved security simultimcously with the Formal Written Protest shall invalidate the 
protest, at which time the County may continue its procurement process as if the original “Notice of Intent to File :I Protest” 
had newer been tiled.

The Fonnnl Written Protest shall contain the following: 

. County bid/quote/proposal identilication number and title, 

. Name and address of the affected party, and the title or position of the person submitting the Protcst 

. A statemeot of disputed issues of material fact. If there are no disputed material fxts, the Formal Protest must so 
indicate. 

. A concise statement of the facts alleged, and of the yules. regulations, stntues, or constitutional provisions, which 
entitle the affected party to relief. 

. All information, documents, other materials, calculations, and any statutory or case law authority in support of the 
grounds for the Protest. 

. A statcmcnt indicating the reliefsought by the affected (protesting) party, 

. Any other relevant information that the affected party deems to be material to Protest. 

Upon receipt of a timely iilcd “Notice of Intent to File a Protest”, the Purchasing Director or Public Works Director (as 
appropriate) may abate the award of the formal bid/quote/proposal as appropriate, until the Protest is heard pursuant to 
the informal hearing process as further outlined below, except and unless the County Manager shall find and set forth in 
writing, particular facts and circumstances that would require an immediate award of the formal bid/quote/proposal for 
the purpose of avoiding a danger to the public health, safety, or welfare. Upon such written tinding by the County 
Manager, the County Manager may authorize an expedited Protest hearing procedure. The expedited Protest hearing 
shall be held within ninety-six (96) hours of the action giving rise to the contractorivendorifinn’s Protest, or as soon as 
may be practicable for all pal-ties. The “Notice oflntent to File a Protest” shall serve as the grounds for the affected 
party’s presentation and the requirements for the submittal of a fomial, written Protest under these procedures, to include 
the requirement for a bond, shall not apply. 

The Dispute Committee shall conduct no infonnnl hearing with the protesting contractorlvendorllirtn to attempt to resolve 
the Protest. within seven working days (excluding Snhlrdnys, Sundays and legal holidays) from receipt of the Formal 
Written Protest. ‘The Chairman of the Dispute Committee shall ensure that all affected parties may make presentations 
nnd rebuttals, subject to reasonable time limitations, as ‘1 L ppl-“priate. The puq~ose of the informal hearing by the Dispute 
Committee, the protestor and other alEcted palties is to provide and oppol-tunity: (I) to review the basis of the Protest; 
(2) to evaluate the facts and merits of the Protest: and (3) to make a determination whcthcr to accept or reject the Protest. 

Once n detcm~inntion is made by the Dispute Committee with respect to the merits of the Protest. the Dispute Committee 
shall forward to the Board of County Commissioners its recomm~~~dations. which shall include relevant background 
information rclutcd to the procurement. 
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Upon receiving the recommendation from the Dispute Committee, the Boat-d of County Commissioners shall conduct a 
hcariug on the mntter at a regularly scheduled meeting. Following prcscntntions by the affected partics, lhe Board shall 
render its decision on the merits of the Protest. 

If the Board’s decision upholds the recommendation by the Dispute Committee regarding the ward, and %rther finds 
that the Protest was either frivolous and/or lacked merit, the Board, at its discretion, may assess costs, charges, or 
danx~ges associated with any delny of the awnrd, or any costs incul-red with regard to the protest. These costs, churgcs 01 
damages may bc deducted Cram the security (bond or letter of credit) provided by the contractorlvendorlfinn. Any costs, 
charges or damages assessed by the Board in excess of the security shall be paid by the protesting cot~tractorlvendorlli~t~~ 
within thirty (30) calcndnr days of the Board’s final dctem~inntion concerning the ward. 

All formal bidlquotclproposal solicitations shall set forth the following statement:

Any person or aftiliate as dctined by statute who has been placed on the convicted vendor list following a conviction for a 
public entity crime may not submit a hid or a contract to provide any goods or services to the County; may not submit a hid on 
a contract with the County for the construction or repair ofa public building or a public work; may not submit bids or leases 
ofreal property to the County; may not he awarded or perform works as n contractor, supplier, subcontractor, or consultant 
under a contract with the County, and may not transact business with the County in excess of $25,000.00 for a period of 36 
months from the date of being placed on the convicted vendor list. 

12. N OF OUO’CEE&(unless otherwise noted) 

Quotes will he considered only from firms normally engaged in the sale and distribution or provision of the services as 
specified herein. Quoters shall have adequate organization, facilities, equipment, and personnel to ensure prompt and 
efficient sewice to Lee County. The County reset~es the right before recommending any award to inspect the facilities and 
organization; or to take any other action necessary to detertnine ability to perform is satisfactory, and reserves the right to 
reject quotes where evidence submitted or investigation and evaluation indicates an inability of the quoter to perfoonn. 

13. 

In accordance with Chapter 443 of the Florida Statues, it is the vendor’s responsibility to provide Lee County with Materials 
Safety Data Sheets on quoted materials, as may apply to this procurement.

If a conflict exists between the General Conditions and the detailed specifications, then the detailed specifications shall 
prevail.

Once this contract expires, ot- final payment has been requcstcd and made, the awl-ded contractor shall have IJO more than 30 
days to present or file any claims against the County concerning this contract. After that period, the County will consider the 
Contractor to have waived any right to claims against the County concet-ning this agreement. 
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16. 

It is hereby made a precondition of any quote aud a part of rhesc specifications that the submission of any quote iu rcsponsc to 
this request constitutes a quote made under fhc same conditions, for the sane price, and for the same effective period as this 
quote, to any other governmental entity. 

If applicable, the County reserves the right to purchase any of the items in this quote from State 
Contract Vendors ifthe prices are deemed lower on State Contract than the prices we receive in 
this quotation. 

b) 

The County, in its sole discretion, reserves the right to separately quote any project that is outside 
the scope of this quote, whether through size, complexity, or dollar value. 

The County, in its sole discretion, reserves the right to purchase any of the items in this quote 
from Disadvantage Business Enterprise vendor if the prices are determined to be in the best 
interest of the County, to assist the County in the fultilhnent of any of the County’s grant 
commitmcnts to federal or state agencies. 

The Counly further reserves the right to purchase any of the items in this quote from DBE’s to fulfill the County’s 
state policy toward DBE’s as outlined in County Ordinance X8-45 and 90-04, as amended. 

The vendor for itself, its successors in interest, and assignees, as part of the consideration there of 
covenant and agree that: 

In the furnishing of services to the County hereunder, no person on the grounds of race, religion, color, age, sex, 
national origin, handicap or marital status shall he excluded from participation in, denied the benefits of, or 
otherwise he subjected to discrimination. 

The vendor will not discriminate against any employee or applicant for employment because of race, religion, color, 
age, sex, national origin, lhandicap or marital status. The vendor will make nffitmative efforts to insure that 
applicants are employed and that employees are treated during employment without regard to their race, religion, 
color. age, sex, national origin, handicap or marital statw. Such action shall include, hut not be limited to, acts of 
employment, upgrading, demotion or transfer; recmitmcnt nd\,ertising; layoff or termination, rates of pay or other 
forms of compensation and selection for training, including apprenticeship. 

Vendor agrees to post in a conspicuous place, available to employees and applicants for employment, notices setting 
fonh the provisions of this anti-discrimination clause. 

Vendor will provide all information and reports required by relevant regulations and/or applicable directives. In 
addition. the vendor shall pemlit access to its hooks. records, accounts, other souses of information. and its facilities 
as may be determined by the County to be pertinent to ascertain compliance. The vendor shall maintain and make 
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available relcvunt data showing the extent to which nxmbcrs of minority groups are beneficiaries under these 
COntraCtS. 

Where any infomxrtion required of the vendor is in the exclusive possession of another who fails ore refuses to 
furnish this infonnntion, the vendor shall so certie to the County its effort made toward obtaining said information. 
‘She vendor shall rcmnin obligated under this pnrngrnph until the expiration of three (3) years after the termiuation of 
this contract. 

In the event of breach of any of the above nnti-discriminntio~~ coveuants, lhe County shall have the right to impose 
sanctions as il may determine to be appropriate, including withholding payment to the vendor or canceling, 
terminating. or suspending this coutrxt, iu whole or in part. 

Additionally, the vendor may be declared ineligible for tiuther County contracts by I&, regulation or order of the 
Board of County Commissioners of I.ee County, or as otherwise provided by law. 

‘The vendor will send to each union, or representative of workers with which the vendor has a collcctivc bargaining 
agreement or other contract of understanding, a notice informing the labor union of worker’s representative of the 
vendor’s comn~itn~ents under this assurnnce, and shall post topics of the notice iu conspicuous plnccs available to the 
employees and the applicants for employment. 

The vendor will include the provisions of this section in every subcontract under this contract to insure its provisions 
will be binding upon each subcontractor. The vendor will take sue h actions with respect to any subcontractor, as the 
contracting agency may direct, as a means of enforcing such provisions, including snnctious for non-compliance.

The awarded vendor shall maintain auditable records concerning the procurement adequate to account for all receipts and 
expenditures, and to document compliance with the specifications.
