1. REQUESTED MOTION:
ACTION REQUESTED: Adopt a resolution on VAC2001-00024 to vacate the public’s interest in that portion of
a sixty-foot (80"} wide platted right-of-way known as WAYCROSS ROAD S.E. within the platted subdivision of
B.F. INDUSTRIAL CENTER,; in Section 10, Township 44, Range 25; starting from a point six feet west of the
eastern boundary of Lot 34 to it's northwestern terminus (approx. 1,150' long); and accept a replacement public
utility easement.

WHY ACTION IS NECESSARY: To provide for instaliation of a security gate at the proposed terminus of the
public right-of-way. The vacation of the public interest in this right-of-way will not alter existing drainage
or utilities; nor is this right-of-way necessary to accommodate any future drainage or utility
requirements. The road will remain the same but revert to private ownership. All public utility easements
along the right-of-way wiil remain intact. A new replacement public utility easement is to be granted to cover
any utilities within the actual right-of-way.
