7. BACKGROUND: Pursuant to an agreement with the City of Bonita Springs, the Division of County Lands has been

requested by the Department of Transportation to acquire property for the Three Qaks Parkway South Extension Project No.
4043.

This acquisition consists of the fee interest in the property, a vacant residential property, located at 24001 Whip-O-Will Lane,
being further identified as STRAP No.: 14-47-25-B2-00200.0260

The owner of Parcel 311, Larry Dale Peppers, has agreed to seil the property to the County for $63,000.00. The County is to pay
costs to close of approximately $1,250.
