Slough Preserve Visitor Center. 
The deadline for receipt of Letters of Interest was May 1,2003. A total of eight (8) Letters of Interest were received by the established 
deadline. All eight (8) Letters of Interest were considered at the Competitive Negotiations Committee meeting held on May 8, 2003. The 
Competitive Negotiations Committee consisted of the following staff members: Jim Lavender, Public Works Director as Chairman; John 
Yarbrough, Parks and Recreation Director; and Bob Taylor, Construction & Design, Project Manager. Based on the information 
submitted by the Consultants in their Letters of Interest, it was the consensus of the Committee to invite four (4) firms for 
interviews/presentations. 

On the basis ofthe information submitted by the firms in their Letters of Interests and after conducting the interviews/presentations on 
May 15,2003 with the “short list” firms, the Committee agreed to recommend to the Board the following order of ranking of Consultants: 
(I) Parker, Mud@, Smith Architects, Inc.; (2) Gore McGahey Associates in Architecture; (3) Alliance Design Group; amt(4) 
Christopher I. Lee Architects, Inc. 

The negotiated agreement will be brought back to the Board for their approval.
