Pursuant to your request, an inspection and analysis have been made of the above property which 
is legally described in the attached appraisal report, for the purpose of estimating the market value 
of the undivided fee simple interest in the land only as if free and clear of liens, mortgages, 
encumbrances, and/or encroachments except as amended in the body of this report. This 
appraisal report is a complete assignment. The subject property is vacant land and as such only 
the Sales Comparison Approach to Value applies.
